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Title: The authoritarian style of parents and its relationship to the
aggressive behavior of primary school students.

Objectives of the study:

1. Tracing the phenomenon of aggressive behavior resulting from the
authoritarian parental treatment through the treatment the child receives

in the authoritarian family environment.



2. An attempt to explain the authoritarian parental treatment that is
practiced on children during their interaction with adults who surround
them so that they become aggressive.

Methodology:

The descriptive approach was followed, and the study population
consisted of students in the primary stage at the Basic Education Office
in Tripoli, and the sample consisted of (300) male and female students,
and data was collected by means of an interview and a questionnaire.
The most important results:

1. There are statistically significant differences between the scores of
males and females on the aggression scale, and that these differences
came in favor of females.

2. There is a correlation between aggression and domination.

3. The correlation between children's aggression and parental domination
increases whenever the social environment is negative.

4. The correlation between children's aggression and parental
authoritarianism increases whenever the parents' education is low.

4. The correlation between children's aggression and parental domination

increases whenever the parents' social status is low.
